The Southern District Health Board is changing
the dental service provided for primary and inter-
mediate school students.

From 2012 all Dunedin pri-
mary-aged students will be given appointments
to attend at the new dental hubs located at the
School of Dentistry or the second hub in South
Dunedin with parents being responsible to take
their children to appointments. Our school has
been offered to be part of the Dental Therapy
Clinics at the School of Dentistry where the den-
tal therapists and hygienists are trained. Our
students would be transported to and from their
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appointments under supervision in minivans fitted
with seatbelts in small groups of about ten. Parents
are able to opt out of the scheme and are welcomed
to attend the appointments too. Our Board of Trus-
tees have considered the new dental service options
and consider the offer to be part of the training pro-
gramme to be the best option as our all our students
are guaranteed to receive quality care and dental
treatment in the training programme but parents still
have the option of arranging appointments outside of
the programme if they wish. Please see the infor-
mation on the notice board in the foyer or discuss the
service with me if you would like more information.
